Close door securely,



CAUTIONS :

2.Remove residue wax after use. Do not run more than 3 or 4 cycles in succession without allowing water to cool and
removing wax from surface of water. Too much wax residue in tank will affect efficiency of the heating pipe and

mislead the judgement on water level.

3.Replace tank water regularly to reduce the amount of calcium deposits on heating pipe surface,
